Commissioner Earnshaw stated that this was a regularly scheduled meeting and a notice of time, place, and agenda had been sent to the newspaper and to each member of the Board prior to the meeting.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF MARCH 19, 2018:
The Board reviewed the minutes of the Board meeting held on March 19, 2018. Commissioner Romney moved to approve the minutes as written with Commissioner Millburn seconding the motion. All voted in favor unanimously.

APPROVAL OF THE MARCH 2018 FINANCIAL REPORT – JESSICA HARDY:
Jessica Hardy reviewed with the Board the proposed financial budget report for the period ending March 31, 2018.  Jessica reported that the General Fund has a $5,664,654.00 balance. She stated that we have received the majority of the property tax money and won’t be receiving much more before the end of the year. She stated that total Net Revenues over Expenditures are at 2.3 million. Jessica reported that there have been no Impact Fees collected for the month of March. She stated that the Ambulance fees are at 84% for the year and are projected to come in as budgeted for the year.  
The Board found all to be in order. Commissioner Millburn moved to approve the March 2018 financial report as presented with Commissioner Romney seconding the motion. All voted in favor for the motion through a roll call vote.

APPROVAL OF THE MARCH 2018 DISBURSEMENTS – JESSICA HARDY:
Jessica Hardy reviewed with the Board the disbursement listing for the month of March, 2018.  She highlighted two larger purchases, one was for Municipal Emergency Services for PPE/Turnouts for the employees and also we purchased a Polaris Ranger from Weller Recreation for $23,374.33. After all questions were answered, Commissioner Wilkinson moved to approve the 2018 disbursement listing as presented with Commissioner Romney seconding. All voted in favor unanimously through a roll call vote.
CLOSED SESSION TO REVIEW AND DISCUSS INFORMATION THAT IS NOT OTHERWISE PUBLIC AND THAT WAS PROVIDED AS PART OF THE PROCUREMENT PROCESS FOR THE SELECTION OF ARCHITECTURAL AND CONSTRUCTION SERVICES FOR THE NEW CENTERVILLE FIRE STATION, UPGRADES TO MULLER PARK AND FOXBORO FIRE STATIONS AND THAT MUST BE REVIEWED FOR THE BOARD TO PROPERLY FULFILL ITS ROLE IN THE PROCUREMENT PROCESS.
At 5:07 p.m. Commissioner Millburn moved to go into closed session to review and discuss information that is not otherwise public and that was provided as part of the procurement process for the selection of architectural and construction services for the new Centerville fire station, upgrades to Muller Park and Foxboro fire stations and that must be reviewed for the Board to properly fulfill its role in the procurement process. Commissio0ner Arave seconded the motion and all voted in favor through a roll call vote. 
At 5:36 p.m. Commissioner Millburn moved to return to open session with Commissioner Romney seconding an all voted in favor. 

CONSIDER APPROVAL OF ARCHITECT AND CONTRACTOR FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE NEW CENTERVILLE FIRE STATION, UPGRADES TO MULLER PARK AND

FOXBORO FIRE STATIONS - FIRE CHIEF JEFF BASSETT:
Commissioner Romney moved to award Gould Plus Architects the design for the new Centerville Fire Station and the two remodels; and to award Hogan & Associates the pre-construction and consideration for the construction of all three projects. Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion and all voted in favor through a roll call vote. 

FIRE CHIEF’S MONTHLY INCIDENT REPORT: 
Chief Bassett reviewed with the board the recent fires and calls that the crews have responded to this month. He thanked Woods Cross City for their help on one of the structure fires that we responded on. He stated that over the last month we have had two air packs fail which is a critical problem. Getting the new air packs ordered July 1 when the new budget begins is very important. 
Chief Bassett showed and explained a gas leak call on 1500 South and 75 East in Bountiful that we responded to. Public works along with Dominion Energy were working on the call. These types of incidents are extremely dangerous and during this call they evacuated an LDS church and 6 homes. Chief Bassett stated that the crews responded on 7-12 gas leak calls in a week. The question of the communication between SDMFSA and Dominion Energy on calls was discussed and how they respond and coordinate with our department on calls. 
The tentative Budget will be presented in the May Board meeting. 
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business before the Board, at 5:48 p.m. Commissioner Millburn moved the Board meeting be adjourned with Commissioner Romney seconding the motion. All voted in favor.
